Combined DegreesCombined Degrees
� In these programs Science is combined with 

studies in another faculty (e.g. Engineering, 
Law, Arts and Social Sciences);

� They tend to attract motivated students who 
end up with excellent job prospects;

� You need to complete at least 84 uoc in 
Science including a Table A Major;

� Take 4 or 5 years full-time to complete;

� Exempt from General Education requirement.

3930 Science/Arts3930 Science/Arts
� Administrated by the Faculty of Science, this combines 3970 (Science) and 

3403 (Arts);

� Typically 4 years duration (plus Honours NB after complete both Science 
and Arts components);

� Need 192 uoc (= 32 courses);

� You complete 84 uoc in Science (= 14 courses), 84 uoc in Arts and the 
remainder 24 uoc from either area;

� Need to complete a Major in Science (but this cannot be Enviro and 
Society, Philosophy, History and Philosophy of Science) and in Arts;

� Normally you do 24 uoc (4 courses but to a max of 36 uoc) level 1 in both 
the Science and Arts components;

� In level 1 you can only do 12 uoc in any one school or department for the 
Arts component and � 18 uoc in any Science school.



3931 Advanced Science/Arts3931 Advanced Science/Arts
� Administrated by the Faculty of Science, this combines Advanced Science 

(3972) and 3403 (Arts);

� Typically 5 years duration (includes Honours);

� Need 240 uoc (= 40 courses);

� You complete 96 uoc for the Adv. Science (= 16 courses), 84 uoc in Arts 
and the remainder 12 uoc from either area. The rest (48 uoc) is stage 4 
Honours in an Adv Sci study plan.

� Need to complete a Study Plan in Advanced Science (see 
www.handbook.unsw.edu.au) and in Arts;

� Normally you do 24 uoc (4 courses but to a max of 36 uoc) level 1 in both 
the Adv. Science and Arts components;

� In level 1 you can only do � 12 uoc in any one school or department for the 
Arts component and � 18 uoc in any Science school.



3935 Science/Social Science3935 Science/Social Science
� Administrated by the Faculty of Science, this combines 3970 (Science) and 

3420 (BSocSc);

� Typically 4 years duration (plus Honours NB after complete both Science 
and Arts components);

� Need 192 uoc (= 32 courses);

� You complete 84 uoc in Science (= 14 courses), 84 uoc in Arts (which 
includes 48 uoc of Social Science core program and 36 from an approved 
sequence) and the remainder 24 uoc from either area (needs to be Social 
Science to complete major);

� Need to complete a Major in Science and in Arts;

� Normally you do 24 uoc (4 courses) level 1 in both the Science and Arts 
components.

�� There is also an Advanced Science/Social Science program (3936) There is also an Advanced Science/Social Science program (3936) which which 
is 240 is 240 uocuoc over 5 years.over 5 years.



3932 Environmental Science/Arts
� Administrated by the Faculty of Science, this combines 3988 (Enviro

Science) and 3403 (Arts);

� Typically 5 years duration;

� Need 240 uoc (= 40 courses);

� You complete the core coursework in ENVS, a discipline specialisation and 
a research project (usually 24 uoc) for the Science component (156 uoc);

� You undertake a Major in Arts plus additional course to total 84 uoc;

� Normally you do between 24 and 36 uoc level 1 in the Arts component and 
no more than 12 uoc can be taken in one school or department.

� Matt Hunt in the BEES School Office is invaluable for advice regarding this 
structure.



4075 Science/Education
� Administrated by the Faculty of Science, this program is again based on 

the 3970 (Science) structure;

� Typically 4 years duration it requires completion 192 uoc (= 32 courses);

� You complete a Major in Science and a major sequence in Education 
(Educational Theory, Teaching Methods and 2x Teaching Practice);

� The Science Major must correspond with one of the HSC science teaching 
disciplines (Physics, Chemistry, Biology, Earth & Enviro Sciences);

� You must complete:
� � 42 uoc at level II/III in a single discipline (must have � 18 uoc from level III), 
� at least 12 uoc in another stage I science teaching discipline, 
� at least 12 uoc in level I chemistry or physics,
� at least 6 uoc in each of the main science teaching disciplines,
� � 84 uoc of Science schools.
� (NB there are other rules for Maths teachers)

� � 78 uoc in Education (usually 2 courses in 1st year, one in 2nd, 3 in 3rd, 42 
uoc in 4th).



Other Combined DegreesOther Combined Degrees……
� UNSW also has 

� Commerce/Science (4 years 192 uoc (84 uoc in each) must complete a Table A 
Major in Science (limitations for comp sci), 1st year = 12 uoc ACCT, ECON, 
MATHS and stats; can also do Honours in Commerce or Science) ;

� Engineering/Science (in a long list of discipline specialisations; 240 uoc
including � 102 uoc in Science as a Table A major; can do Honours in either);

� Science/Law (5 years, 240 uoc; including � 84 uoc in Science as a Table A 
major or Comp Sci or Info Systems)

� Each of these are Programs are administered outside of the Faculty of 
Science but we administer the BSc component;
